HUGHENDEN PARKS 
AND FACILITIES

Apex Driver Reviver Park 
Driver Reviver is a community-based road safety 
initiative of the Department of Transport and Main 
Roads and the Queensland Police Service and 
is operated by volunteers. Hughenden Driver 
Reviver is available at the park situated at the 
western entrance to Hughenden from Richmond. 
The Driver Reviver Park facilities include public 
toilets, showers and a shaded picnic area.
 
Brodie Street Playground 
Take the children to enjoy the playground, 
featuring shaded play equipment and a bike path 
including safety signs, roundabouts and  
pedestrian crossings providing education on 
road safety in a “hands on experience”. Located 
across from the Post Office in Brodie Street, the 
park also boasts picnic tables, free BBQs, secure 
fencing and public toilets.

Bully Playford Park 
Located on the eastern entrance to Hughenden 
from Townsville adjacent to Flintstones Service 
Station, the Bully Playford Park offers picnic 
tables, public toilets and a shaded area.

Discovery Park 
Located between the Flinders Discovery Centre 
and Flinders Shire Public Library this beautiful 
park connects through to the central business 
district via a paved walkway. The park features 
lovely gardens, a grassed area, water fountain 
and seating areas.

 
Eco Walk on Flinders 
Enjoy a walk along the diverse bioregions of the 
Flinders Shire at the Eco Walk on Flinders. For 
this walk eco-systems have been replicated along 
the northern banks of the Flinders River with 
over 1.5 km of walking tracks. Flora species from 
each different eco-system are also represented 
throughout. Along the pathway are local art 
pieces illustrating important historical events and 
various cultures of the Flinders Shire. Facilities
include: picnic shelters, tables, viewing platforms 
and drinking fountains.

Robert Gray Memorial Park 
Robert Gray Memorial Park is dedicated to local 
characters and pioneers of the district. Plaques 
have been placed on the boulders scattered 
along the footpath winding through the Park.

If you are going away:
• Empty, clean and unplug refrigerators and 

freezers and leave their doors open
• Switch off and unplug all non 

essential electrical equipment

Prepare an Emergency Kit  
and an Evacuation Kit
Recommended items include:
• Food and water for at least three days 

(urban), and two weeks (rural)
• Light (battery or wind up torch)
• Battery powered or wind up radio
• Multiple changes of clothes for everyone, 

stored in watertight plastic bags
• Tools and supplies including fuel
• Spare house and car keys
• Pillows, sleeping bags and blankets
• Valuables, photos (prints, compact discs, 

USB, data cards) and mementos in  
waterproof plastic bags

• Essential medications and repeat  
prescriptions

• Extra toiletry and sanitary supplies
• Books and games for children
• Extra baby food, formula and nappies (if 

required)
• Pet Supplies including food, water,  

medications, registration and microchip 
details

• Extra money as ATMs may not be working
• Fully charged mobile phone, spare battery 

and charger
• Important documents such as insurance 

papers for house, contents and car
• Inventory of household goods
• Wills, life insurance, house deeds, banking 

documents, passports, birth certificates, 
and Medicare cards

Prepare your home
• Check the condition of your roof, repair 

loose tiles, eaves and roof screws
• Keep gutters and downpipes clear so water 

can drain away quickly

POINTS OF INTEREST

“Mutt” fibreglass replica of a  
Muttaburrasaurus dinosaur - Hughenden

The Muttaburrasaurus was first  
discovered in 1963 in the channel country of 
the Thompson River about 5 km south-east of 
the town of Muttaburra. It roamed the Australian 
landscape about 100 million years ago during 
the Cretaceous period. It was a herbivore, eating 
such plants as ferns, cycads or conifers but many 
have also eaten some meat. It grew up to 7m 
long, was 2.2 m tall at the hips and weighed up 
to 1-4 tonnes. Muttaburrasaurus could most likely 
walk on two or four legs and lived in herds that 
were a way of defending itself.

 
Federation Rotunda - Hughenden 

The Federation Rotunda dominates the  
streetscape of Brodie Street. This Rotunda is 
made from two 20’ windmills brought into  
Hughenden from a property south of Prairie. 
You can relax under the curved roof while sitting 
on original bush furniture. All artwork had been 
created by local artists.

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POINTS OF INTEREST

Historic Coolabah Tree & Surveyor's Peg  
- Hughenden

The Historical Coolabah Tree is situated past the 
causeway on the right as you head to the  
Hughenden Showgrounds. It is of immense 
historical importance as it is linked to two relief
expeditions searching for the Burke and Wills 
Expedition. It is believed that both expeditions 
blazed the tree on the banks of what is now  
Station Creek. These relief expeditions led  
people to become aware of the fertility and wealth 
of the plains adjacent to the Flinders River.  
Truly this tree should be preserved as a memorial 
to the brave explorers of this land.

Mount Walker - Hughenden

Mount Walker is approximately 8 km south of 
Hughenden and boasts six spectacular lookouts 
scanning the district over 360 degrees and 
stands 478m above sea level. Named by  
William Landsborough in 1862 after fellow 
explorer Frederick Walker, today Mount Walker 
has become a popular place at sunset and is 
a photographer’s delight. This road has a 16% 
incline and is not recommended for large  
motorhomes, buses or vehicles towing.

Kooroorinya Falls Nature Reserve

As part of the Desert Uplands, Kooroorinya Falls 
is a welcome reprieve in the harsh red landscape 
– an ideal place to relax and listen to the sounds 
of Mother Nature. This otherwise tranquil  
billabong becomes a cascade of flowing falls in 
the wetter months attracting all kinds of wildlife 
and birds. Make sure you have your camera 
at hand as the diversity of flora and fauna offer 
many unique photo and bird watching  
opportunities.

Fishing, bushwalking and swimming at the falls 
are also popular pastimes and it’s highly likely 
you’ll have the whole place to yourself. With  
sandy shaded banks on one side and high rock 
walls on the other, the setting couldn’t be more 
ideal for refreshing yourself after a long dusty 
drive. For a bit of local culture, guaranteed warm 
welcome and a chance to meet some local  
characters, the Kooroorinya Races are a fun-filled 
family occasion. This long time annual event has 
fashions of the field, dancing and country cooking 
among the highlights.

Kooroorinya Falls is located 54 km south of 
Prairie just off Muttaburra Road. Basic camping 
facilities are available and campers can  
self-register on arrival. This road is sealed  
however it is recommended travellers check road 
conditions before travelling as rain can rapidly 
change the conditions of the roads. Although  
preparation is important, it’s well worth the effort 
as Queensland offers some of the best  
opportunities to get off the beaten track.

Sculptures - Hughenden

Hughenden is home to many impressive  
sculptural pieces adorning buildings and garden 
areas throughout the town. The first sculpture 
‘Darby the Dinosaur’ is a scrap metal sculpture
on the wall of our local Library. Darby was made 
and designed by Sam Brown and Terry Lindsay 
and represents the Muttaburrasaurus Dinosaur. 
The Windmill Rotunda in Brodie Street is one of 
five sculptures erected to celebrate the  
Centenary of Federation in 2002. This  
magnificent sculpture features two 20’ blade 
windmills making a very impressive Rotunda 
to walk through and rest under. In the Rotunda 
are samples of bush furniture from another local 
artist, Toby Rogers. Other sculptures include a 
large Ammonite made from windmills, fish along 
the Flinders River, surveyor’s peg at the historic 
Coolabah Tree, small windmill and tank panel 
as well as a panel representing the prehistoric 
Cooyoo fish. Perched on the roof of the Flinders 
Discovery Centre and adjoining park are  
representations of the flying Pterosaur.
 
Porcupine Gorge National Park

The southern boundary of Porcupine Gorge is 
approximately 45km north of Hughenden. The 
Gorge Lookout is 63km north of Hughenden and 
the Pyramid Lookout, camping ground and
Gorge Walk are another 11km further north. The 
Kennedy Developmental Road from Hughenden 
to Lyndhurst runs parallel to the western edge of 
the Gorge and when dry, is accessible to all  
vehicle types with care. However, travellers 
should expect to encounter bulldust,  
corrugations, exposed rocks, creek crossings, 
other vehicles, native wildlife, cattle and road 
trains. After storms, the road may be temporarily
closed or inaccessible to conventional vehicles 
and caravans.

Please check road conditions at the Flinders 
Discovery Centre before travelling to Porcupine 
Gorge.
